Login with your Application Number, Password, or Login with Application
Number and Date of Birth and enter the Security Pin as displayed, and click on the
Login Button.

Click the ‘View/Challenge Answer Key’ button.

The Option(s) next to the Question ID under the column ‘Correct Option(s)’ stands
for the most appropriate Answer Key to be used by NTA.

If you wish to challenge this option, you may use any one or more of the Options

given in the next five columns by clicking the check box

You may want to upload supporting documents in which you can select ‘Choose File’

and upload (all documents are to be put in a single pdf file).

After clicking on your desired Option(s) ID for Challenge scroll down and click on
