40 out of 50 questions for all test papers and 50 out of 60 for the General Test (An overall choice of 10
questions will be provided for all 61 subjects).

1t is advisable for candidates to select at least one language and the General Test.

Duration for all test papers would be 45 minutes except for Mathematics/Applied Mathematics,
Accountancy, Physics, Chemistry, Economics, Computer Science/Informatics Practices, and General
Tests which would be 60 minutes.

The examination will be conducted on multiple days in two or three shifts, depending on the number of
Candidates and Subject choices.

Candidates can apply for CUET (UG) - 2024 through the “Online” mode only on the website
https://exams.nta.ac.in/CUET-UG/ The Application Form in any other mode will not be accepted.

Only one application is to be submitted by a candidate. Under no circumstances, candidates will be allowed to fill
more than one Application Form. Strict action will be taken, even at a later stage, against such candidates who
have filled more than one Application Form.

Candidates must strictly follow the instructions given in the Information Bulletin and on the website
https://exams.nta.ac.in/CUET-UG/ Candidates not complying with the instructions shall be summarily
disqualified.
